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U.K.P.A -  Players riding whilst under the influence of alcohol

The UKPA has a very strict policy towards the consumption of alcohol during Polocrosse Tournaments, and totally condemns participation in the sport whilst under the influence of alcohol.
Anyone who is considered to be under the influence of alcohol WILL NOT BE ALLOWED TO PLAY, as much for their own safety as that of others.

If, in the opinion of the Organisers, someone is obviously affected by alcohol, they will be offered the opportunity to leave the field of play, or take a test approved by the UKPA Executive.
We reserve the right, before play, to randomly select a given number of people for testing.

This procedure WILL be carried out, without prior warning, at, at least, one tournament this season.
