UKPA (BEF) Anti doping policy accepted by IPC.

 Membership is down on last year although numbers are increasing as the season progresses. 

Membership Sec to be asked to provide an analysis. Pony Club policy seems to be paying dividends and attracting new members.

On track for the Nationals; The executive will continue to liase with rugby Polo Ground.

Inter-regionals. Options are Kent or Rugby and NRC a possibility.

Questions whether the Inter Regionals are worth the cost given limited entry and extra funding required? Discussion carried over to next meeting.

The Executive felt that a reminder should be sent to all clubs relating to maintaining acceptable standards of sportsmanlike behaviour both on and off the pitch.

Field Marshals will be asked to insist upon sporting behaviour during games from players and spectators.

Iain Heaton has attended BEF meetings on behalf of the association. Olympic sports dominate in the allocation of funding from Sport England.

It has been suggested that non- Olympic sports band together for more effective funding allocation. 

 Following her resignation Christine Stansfield continues to oversee courses currently underway .A successor is to be sought. 

It was felt that other disciplines do not seem to be experiencing the same difficulties in complying with directives of the BEF. Clarity of the process and BEF requirements are to be sought and middle ground identified. Executive members are to discuss with BEF officials. The conflict between generic requirements and specific polocrosse skills to be resolved.

	 Wording to include that the players will be warned before penalties are applied. A cap is to be placed on the cost of hiring horses and a maximum price for horse hire stated.

It was confirmed that the UKPA has comprehensive Public Liability cover and that no cover exists between mounted players.

A spectator is covered whether or not they are members of the UKPA. 

There is cover for UKPA officials.

Pony Club members are covered at all times even when taking part in a non Pony Club event or riding activity.

Personal Accident – Adults frequently hold good personal accident cover as part of their personal insurance plans

It was decided to ask advice regarding paramedic standards i.e. equipment carried and procedures they will undertake while on site. Clarification is required. 

U21s invitation to the U.S.A for 2010 season has been declined. They would like an invite for 2012 and would like to invite an outbound tour in 2011. 

 A clearly defined calendar so that clubs are not disrupted by squad activities is required..

It was clarified that players could be invited to join squads by squad selectors should suitable candidates be identified who had not put themselves forward for selection. It was confirmed that this was included in the current selection policy.

The hosts of the Irish Test matches queried the catering arrangements for the forthcoming event.

	The quote for filming the Irish Test matches for T.V. coverage has increased since last year. Reasons given; a second camera is required for better coverage of the game plus extra editing is required to present the game in the most effective way.

General feeling was that T.V coverage has been effective in raising the profile of the sport and has been popular with the membership, however negotiations should continue to lower the cost. 

Other methods of raising the profile of the sport are to be sought.

The Chairman reported that World Cup Ltd had supplied further information to the Exec on sponsorship and funding issues. All is proceeding satisfactorily at this time.

The format of  Multi Horse Tournaments was queried.

As polocrosse is a one-horse sport multiple horses cannot be used under the current constitution. Also it is unfair that those possessing a second horse can compete against those who do not have this option. It was decided by the majority of those present that the UKPA cannot sanction multi horse tournaments and that they should restrict this option to training events only.
