	Umpiring Duties:
	Each club must list all their available qualified umpires on the entry form. 

Clubs are expected to provide their own ponies and & umpires of a suitable grade.

Clubs will be sanctioned for umpires failing to turn up /turning up late for a game.



	Section Captains:
	Each team must have a nominated captain who will identify themselves to both umpires and game officials prior to each game.



	Club Representatives:
	Please provide the details of a club representative with whom the organisers can liaise before, during and after the tournament.



	Game Officials &

Equipment:
	Each team must provide suitable people to fill the roles of timekeeper/scorer and two goal judges. Each team should provide a named match ball. 



	First Aid:
	Paramedics will be on site.



	Horse Welfare:
	Any horse that a club or player wishes to withdraw must be inspected by the Welfare Officer prior to substitution. Failure to comply will render the club in breach of the tournament rules and may lead to disqualification of the club from the competition.



	Vet:
	Vets will be on call over the weekend. Contact Horse Welfare Officer/tournament organisers.



	Farrier:
	A farrier will be on call during play on Saturday and Sunday. Horses should be adequately shod prior to the tournament. 



	Paddocks:
	DIY electrified fencing as per UKPA guidelines. Camping and horse pens will be mixed. A separate area with permanent fencing will be available for camping only.


	Dogs:
	Well behaved/controlled dogs are welcome but must be kept in a lead when near the horses/play. Please pick up after your dogs. 



	Field Controllers:
	Each field will be under the direct supervision of a Field Controller / Assistant Field Controller whose duty it will be to ensure the smooth running of play on that field. He/she will liaise with the Chief Umpire regarding the late arrival of teams, umpires, goal judges and scorekeepers/ timers.




	Facilities:
	Facilities include flushing loos, port-a-loos, 2 x showers, and horse-wash down area. 

Nearest Supermarket: Co-op in Cranbrook (5 miles), M&S at services on A21 (6 miles), shops in Goudhurst (1 mile)


	Bar & Catering:
	A licensed bar will be open on Friday 7pm – 11pm and Saturday 7pm – 12pm.
Drinks and snacks will be available throughout the day on Saturday and Sunday.

On Saturday night there will be a BBQ. Player meals are included in the player entry fees. Non-player meals @ £5 each.

	Tournament Rules & Code of conduct:


	International rules, with UKPA variations and the Code of Conduct as published in the 2010 UKPA Annual Yearbook will apply.

	Arbitration Committee:
	Where necessary an arbitration committee will be set up to handle disputes in accordance with the UKPA rules and guidelines.



	Declaration:
	A senior official of the club must sign the entry forms on behalf of each club, agreeing to the rules and conditions of the tournament.



	Cancellation:
	In the unlikely and extreme event of cancellation of the tournament for whatever reason, the organisers reserve the right to retain such proportion of the entry fees as necessary to cover any expenses reasonably incurred.



	Health and Safety:
	The organisers of the event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective everyone must take reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions and all officials and stewards.

Any person mounted on a horse shall wear an approved, UKPA tagged helmet at all times. All playing/umpiring horses to be correctly ‘dressed’ as per UKPA rules. 

Please drive with care and consideration on site. No movement of vehicles permitted after 10pm.
