The 2010 UKPA National Club Championships will be held at

To enable us to gauge how many teams to provide for, all Clubs wishing to enter the Championships MUST declare their provisional teams, on the attached form, and enclose the appropriate payment for deposits, BY 9th AUGUST.
A schedule and full entry form will be issued on receipt of pre-entry details.

Cost will be £270 per team (£45 per player), with a non-refundable deposit of £90 per team to be sent with pre-entry form.

Please ensure that ALL of your players can fulfil the criteria for eligibility to enter Nationals 2010 (see attached)
Plus

ALL players over the age of 16 [as at 1.1.10] on a playing grade of 4 or higher MUST HAVE PASSED THEIR UKPA Umpires Exam, before the closing date for entries 
(20th August).

All teams entered must be able to provide adequate umpires, of the required grade, and sufficient, suitable umpire’s ponies.
All teams must provide two goal judges, a scorer/timekeeper and a match ball for each match.
The format of the National Championships will be dependent upon entries and grades and will be advised at the final entry stage.
Places may be limited, so:

· In the first instance, teams entered with players who are all members of the same club will be given preference.

· In the second instance, clubs who have only enough players to enter sections and have teamed up with another club in the same position will be allocated a place.
· In the third instance, sections of 3 or teams made up from more than two clubs will be allocated a place.
Dependent upon entries, juniors and/or Primary Junior Divisions may be run as a sections competition.

UKPA Club Nationals 2010

This document details the procedure and timetable for submitting entries.

The format of the National Championships will be decided on receipt of the pre-entry forms.
Stages:

1. PRE ENTRY details issued to Clubs, to arrive by 3rd August, and MUST be returned by 9th AUGUST 2010 with a deposit of £90 per team (£45 per section). 
Pre-entry will be accepted from sections in all Divisions at this stage. Details of sections will be circulated to all Club Contacts, to enable formation of teams. [Dependent upon entries Junior and/or Primary Junior Divisions may be run as a sections competition.]

Pre entries received without deposit will be returned, by post.
[A pre-entry will take preference over a later confirmed-only entry.]

Clarification of Divisions and organisation will be issued by 9th August, to allow final selection of teams within Clubs over the weekend of 14th/15th August.

2. CONFIRMED ENTRY forms will be issued on receipt of Pre Entry forms
Confirmed entry forms and entry fee balance (IN FULL) must be returned to UKPA Secretary BY 20th AUGUST.
[Entries received without FULL PAYMENT will be RETURNED to Club concerned, by post.]
Receipt of entries/payments will be acknowledged BY E-MAIL, as soon as they are received. [If you do not receive an acknowledgement, it is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to check that your entry has been received!!]

Confirmed entry MUST be returned with confirmation of names of ALL players, grades, umpire’s grades and the suitability of umpire’s horses.
UMPIRING PENALTIES [as previous Nationals] – Umpire more than 15 minutes late, or Umpire incorrectly dressed, WILL BE EXCLUDED from the first chukka of his/her next game; any substitution of Umpire MUST BE APPROVED by the UKPA Chief Umpire (Martin Brookes), or a Regional Umpire, AND written notice presented to the Tournament Secretary. [Required form from Sec’s office.]
Following receipt of confirmed entries, all players’ qualifications to play at UKPA Nationals [attached] will be checked. (NO dispensations will be issued.)

CLOSING DATE FOR ENTRIES 20th  AUGUST
NO late entries will be accepted.
UKPA – Eligibility to play in the UKPA National Championships

To be eligible to play in the UKPA National Club Championships, a UKPA Player Member must be registered with the UKPA Membership Secretary by 1st June of the current season and play in at least one UKPA tournament, prior to the National Championships. New members who may have registered after 1st June are eligible to play if they have played in two qualifying tournaments.
Player members who are classed as “Overseas Players” are required to be resident by 1st June and play in at least two UKPA tournaments, prior to the National Championships

To be eligible to enter and play at UKPA National Championships 2009, all player members, over the age of 16 at 1.1.10, on a playing grade of 4 or higher, MUST HAVE PASSED their UKPA Umpire’s Exam.
