	Each club must list all their available qualified umpires, with their grades, on the entry form.

	Team/Section Captains:
	Each Team or Section must have a nominated captain who will identify themselves to both umpires and game officials prior to each game.



	Club Representatives:
	Please provide the details of a club representative with whom the organisers can liaise before, during and after the tournament.



	Game Officials &

Equipment:
	Each Section must provide suitable people to fill the roles of timekeeper/scorer and two goal judges. Each Section should provide a named match ball. 



	First Aid:
	Paramedics will be on site during play



	Horse Welfare:
	Any horse that a club or player wishes to withdraw must be inspected by the Welfare Officer  prior to substitution. Failure to comply will render the club in breach of the tournament rules and may lead to disqualification of the club from the competition.



	Vet:
	Vets will be on call over the weekend. Contact Horse Welfare Officer/tournament organisers. All bills to be settled on the day by individuals, the tournament organisers take no responsibility for any fees incurred.



	Farrier:
	A farrier will be on call over the weekend. Horses should be adequately shod prior to the tournament. 



	Paddocks:
	DIY electrified fencing as per UKPA guidelines – no more than 3 horses per fence unit.  Fencing must be live when pens are occupied. Camping and horse pens will be mixed. A separate area with permanent fencing will be available for camping only.

Anyone requiring stabling can make personal arrangements with Annelies Richardson.


	Dogs:
	Well behaved/controlled dogs are welcome but must be kept in a lead at all times. Please pick up after your dogs. Any strays will be removed to the ‘pound’ and a fee may be charged for their release.



	Field Controllers:
	Each field will be under the direct supervision of a Field Controller / Assistant Field Controller whose duty it will be to ensure the smooth running of play on that field. He/she will liaise with the Chief Umpire regarding the late arrival of teams, umpires, goal judges and scorekeepers/ timers.
