Polocrosse tournaments and training events are held by the UKPA and the UK polocrosse clubs from about April to October (though some clubs do hold training events indoors throughout the winter). 

The basic format of a polocrosse tournament or training event is for play to occur on both the Saturday and Sunday with the players camping over on the Saturday night. Normally at tournaments players will turn up on the Friday night and camp over before starting play on Saturday morning. On Saturday night there is normally a BBQ and a party with all the players from the different clubs coming together. Polocrosse is a very sociable sport and we hope you enjoy this side of it almost as much as the polocrosse itself!
