Bill of Rights for Young Polocrosse Players
1. Every young player has the right to have fun and be able to develop themselves, their personal and community skills and character in a safe and supportive environment.

2. Every young player has the right to take part in Polocrosse.

3. Every young player has the right to be treated with respect by all adults and players.

4. Every young player has the right to report any problems to a Welfare Officer.

5. Every young player has the right to play as a child.

6. Every young player has the right to play safely and have proper medical treatment if needed.

7. Every young player has the right to be taught Polocrosse by a qualified adult.

8. Every young player has the right to have a coach who coaches fun, friendship and skills, rather than only winning.

9. Every young player has the right to have a coach who supports and takes time to work with each player, and allows the player to make mistakes.
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
